TEACHINGS ABOUT THE QUR’AN

Muslims believe that the Qur’an is the word of God,
which was revealed to Muhammad by the angel Jibril
over a period of around 22 years. It is considered to
be the direct words of Allah and so is infallible
(without fault).

Muslims are encouraged to read the Qur’an in Arabic
so that they get the true meaning of the words.

WHY ARE THE OTHER BOOKS
PROBLEMATIC?

It is mentioned 18
times in the Qur’an.

THE SCROLLS OF
ABRAHAM

They are referred to in the Qur’an
but have been lost and no longer
exist. They are thought to have been
the earliest scriptures in Islam,
which were revealed to Ibrahim.

THE PSALMS (ZABUR)

The Psalms were revealed to David,
and are mentioned 3 times in the
Qur’an.

THE GOSPEL (INJIL)

A book divinely revealed to Jesus
(Isa). It is thought that this Gospel
has been lost but that some of its
message is still found in the Bible.
