Paganism refers to a group of religions 
e.g. Wicca who believe that nature 

should be worshipped. E.g. the sun & 
moon. Practitioners of paganism, 

particularly wicca, will often refer to 
themselves as witches. They believe in 
positive thinking and manifesting, too. 
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
